Essex County Council is consulting on its
proposed strategy for library services over the
next five years. The strategy sets out the
priorities for library services, based on public
feedback from a county-wide survey of users
and non-users earlier in 2018, to shape a
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service that’'s modern, focused and fit for the
way we live now and in the future.

The consultation launched on 29 November
and lasts 12 weeks, closing on Wednesday 20
February 2019. During this time there will be
information drop-ins at every local library.
